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THE TWENTIETH ASEAN AND JAPAN TRANSPORT MINISTERS MEETING
(20t ATM+Japan)
17 October 2022, Bali, Indonesia

CO-CHAIRS’ STATEMENT ON THE 20™ ATM+JAPAN

1. The 20t ASEAN and Japan Transport Ministers Meeting (20t ATM+Japan)
was held on 17 October 2022 in Bali, Indonesia. The Meeting was co-chaired H.E. Mr.
Budi Karya Sumadi, Minister of Transportation of Indonesia and H.E. NISHIDA Shoji,
Parliamentary Vice-Minister of Land, Infrastructure, Transport and Tourism of Japan,
The Meeting was preceded by the 215t ASEAN and Japan Senior Transport Officials
Meeting (215t STOM+Japan) held on 15 October 2022.

2. ASEAN Member States welcomed the announcement of Japan to support the
various activities based on the Kuala Lumpur Transport Strategic Plan 2016-2025 in
the areas of air transport, land transport, maritime transport, sustainable transport and
transport facilitation through projects and activities under the ASEAN-Japan Transport

Partnership (AJTP) in a comprehensive and sustained manner.

3. We noted with satisfaction the steady progress of 27 projects implemented
based on the AJTP Work Plan for 2020-2021, under the Pakse Action Plan adopted at
the 11t ATM+Japan in December 2013. We adopted the “Booklet of Best Practices in
Port Security Measures for the Training of Trainer (ToT) Manual and Model Audit
Training” and “Technical Reference for Bridge Maintenance in ASEAN Cross-Border
Corridors” as the key deliverables under the AJTP Work Plan for 2021-2022.

4. We endorsed the AJTP Work Plan for 2022-2023 which would further
enhance regional connectivity. We noted that the AJTP Work Plan for 2022-2023
included one (1) new initiative: “ASEAN-Japan Aviation Security Project Work Plan
(2023-2027).” The list of projects/activities contained in the AJTP Work Plan for
2022-2023 appears as ANNEX 1.



5. We noted the steady progress in the ASEAN-Japan Consultation on Regional
Air Services Agreement (AJC-RASA) and looked forward to convening its 5t meeting
in due course. We agreed to task the AJC-RASA to work towards the successful
conclusion of a more liberal and mutually beneficial ASEAN-Japan Air Services
Agreement with a view to enhancing the air transport relationship between ASEAN

and Japan.

6. The 21st ATM+Japan Meeting will be convened in Lao PDR in 2023.
